Topic: Homework from previous meeting

Discussion:

Discussion centered on the homework assignment from previous meeting. Each representative presented expectations their agency had of a longitudinal data system. Themes included the workforce need in ND, the need for more K-12 involvement in the process, and privacy constraints.
Decisions/Next steps


Topic: Committee’s Role

Discussion:

Themes from the discussion on the committee’s role included governance over data sharing policies, over privacy and reporting, over data collection in the LDS but not the supporting entities. Subcommittees recommended in the Data Quality Campaign literature include a technical group, a data sharing agreement group, and a privacy group. Since these systems have been developed in several other states, the group indicated the need to contact individuals in charge of other successful systems. The group indicated the need to engage a consultant with a portion of the $50,000 allocated by the legislature and the short timeframe needed to complete the plan. Since an RFP would need to be issued for the consulting services, the group felt it would be helpful to adopt a mission, vision, and goals statements. These would be the springboard from which the RFP would be written.
Decisions/Next steps

Nancy Walz, Mike Hillman, and Marsha Krotseng agreed to form a subcommittee to draft the mission, vision and goals statements. Tracy Korsmo agreed to contact the Data Quality Campaign to obtain a list of qualified consultants and to obtain contact information for successful systems in other states.

Topic: Other concerns

Discussion:

The need for a research/competency center was discussed. This center would serve to provide the reporting expertise for all agencies rather than each agency needing to allocate FTE time to the data reporting process. In addition, the need to provide data to the public was stressed and agreed upon.
Decisions/Next steps

ITD is setting up a SharePoint site for the committee that will house all documentation from this committee to make it available. In addition, the site will be made available to the Governor’s Commission on Education Improvement, and the P-16 Commission. Dan Pullen will attend the next Governor’s Commission on Education Improvement meeting on December 6, 2007. 
The next LDS committee meeting is scheduled for December 18, 2007.
