1. Approval of the minutes of 9/22/09
· ReaAnn Kelsch made a motion to approve the minutes. Jim Hirsch seconds the motion. No one opposed.
2. Approval of the agenda
· Approved.

3. SLDS grant status
· There was an extension granted. Due December 4th.  

· Grant is ready to be submitted.  Lisa asked the committee if there were any objections to submit as is.  No one opposed.  

· Funding is for $10,860,000 with additional dollars added.

· Received twelve letters of support.  NDEA declined to write a letter.  Stated that they were in support but some areas were in conflict with their company.
· Lisa and Dan are attending the Emergency Commission meeting on Friday in anticipation that the grant will be approved.  
4. Stimulus Phase I requirements
· The Stimulus Phase I requirements were signed off by the Governor. 
· Tracy handed out an ARRA letter. Need to create a plan on how to implement the bulleted items in the list. Asks the committee to review.  The state needs to report the final developed metrics or submit a plan detailing how it would report this information by September 30, 2011.

· Some tasks fall under the Stewardship committee.  DPI is making sure everyone is working together.
5. ndSLEDS 

· There was a meeting with REA coordinators to share progress and receive input.  The idea behind meeting with REA is that this project involves the school districts and gives REA an opportunity to be a part of the efforts. Will be setting up a group of meetings, with the first one starting tomorrow.  
· Tracy distributed handout and reported on PowerSchool ETL process (OtisEd). Vertical reporting is limited to PowerSchool and would like to go live in January. ND has evaluated OtisEd and determined the approach mimicked ND efforts.  They would build a data warehouse.  Notice of intent to award as a sole-source was released and we received negative response. RFP was written to automate data collections and build data warehouse the way we would like. OtisEd has already done this with another state. Award will be delayed to the end of January or February. 
· Need to get the Stewardship committee established and districts prioritized.  
· ND edSMART grant was submitted ($10 million grant).
· Note that currently what we are doing is a plan to plan. Working on the scope to be prepared to start the project. Slightly behind schedule due to the OtisEd. Shows extremely under budget because there is a position and training budgeted that will be used in the future. Need to get vertical reporting in place.
6. SLDS Working Group Assignments 

· Privacy/FERPA, Data Governance & Sharing, K-12/Higher Ed Linkage, Communications, and Technology are all current groups that need to continue work.
· K-12/Higher Ed Linkage group needs to start working to get students from K-12 to Higher Ed and back to verify they are the right students.  
· Technology group is conducting evaluations internally on data warehouse strategy on ITD as a whole.  They will be getting involved with eTranscripts and assessments.

· Professional Development – Lois Myran is Chair for the Professional Development group. Dan Pullen, Janet Welk, and Jim Stenehjem would like to be on that committee.

· Bush foundation has been up here and has a professional development project.  They want to take teacher-preparation programs into universities in Minnesota, North Dakota and South Dakota to make sure they are delivering effective teachers.  Need to figure out how to track and put in data. Lisa is attending a conference in Louisiana and hopefully gets some information to convey to the committee.
· Tracy is working with someone at Human Services on the Early Childhood group.  They are listed in the grant; they are positive with getting state IDs for students, familiar with STARS and use 3 different systems.  Part of this project can start without the grant.
· Linda Paluck and Wayne Kutzer will be on the State Course Codes working group. 

· eTranscripts needs to be a group that is working today.  There is currently money in ndSLED for this. There are expensive solutions for eTranscripts and need to avoid a predicament where this is discontinued after funding ends.  Kathy Holle was suggested to chair this working group. Committee is exploring options of eTranscripts and there may be sales involved.  

· Jim Hirsch, Wayne Kutzer and Joe Rothschiller will be on the Workforce/Accountability Measures working group. This group involves each of the state agencies that are part of findIT and workforce training.   
· Assessment Working group is part of ndSLEDS.  Lisa Feldner will chair.  Other members include Tracy Korsmo, Steve Snow, Doug Johnson, Lois Myran, Connie Kudrna and Bill Demaree
