1. Approval of the minutes of 9/22/09

· Wayne Kutzer made a motion to approve the minutes. Doug Johnson seconds the motion. No one opposed.
2. Approval of the agenda
· Approved.

3. EdSmart grant 
· Lisa has a meeting tomorrow to ask for approval of funds. 

· The numbers in budget were pulled from the Claraview report. We are planning to ask for funds upfront and carry it over to the next biennium. Currently working with an analyst to get workforce reports finished. 

· DPI suggested highlighting what we are going to need for a 5/10 yr plan at the meeting.

4. ndSLEDS
· Vertical reporting went live and 36 schools have signed up and their data has been staged into the k12 data warehouse.  Four districts data were pulled into STARS. There will have to be some comparing due to the fact that some information doesn’t match. Data pulls are going very well and there has been no reported negative impact from the schools.  

· There are new elements that are being added and we are showing our solution for this works effectively within vertical reporting. There has been a positive response from those currently involved. It’s important to show the schools how to fully utilize vertical reporting.

· Assessments

i. The group has identified the assessments that we are planning to collect. Career inventory is on that which requires additional requirements to define the work involved. 

ii. The survey gave us an inventory on what is out there. Eighty-four districts have responded to the survey. 

iii. We’ve also identified sources we are not collecting. Currently looking into the state paying for national ACT records in addition to the 11th grade mandatory ND test. 

· eTranscripts

i. Tracy handed out information regarding eTranscripts.

ii. There are four approaches to implement eTranscripts.

1. 3rd party vendor

2. ND develops their own application and utilize data in ndSLEDS

3. Meeting with Pearson to discuss another approach (API’s to the National Transcript Center).

4. Create a hybrid.

iii. The intention is the SRE and transcripts be collected through the vertical reporting solution and available in ndSLEDS.

iv. Working with Louisiana. They built their own but they do not have student interfaces that will be an enhancement. 

v. Chancellor Goetz stated to make sure it is known that Higher Ed is here to aide and cooperate with the committee and DPI. 

· Course codes

i. It is unknown if we are moving forward with expanding state course codes.

ii. There is a need to be more specific in the lower grades and develop more course codes. 

iii. Other states that are doing LDS started developing course codes at grade level. 

iv. PowerSchool districts would like to use state course codes in their systems but cannot do to so and must enter state course codes as alternative numbers to their own  course code naming conventions. 

· iMart 

i. Tracy presented a demonstration on iMart

ii. The system monitoring report has the capability to pull data by the hour and shows your day to day changes. 

iii. There are many reports you can obtain (i.e. student historical assessment scores, grades, transcripts etc.) from the iMart but is not intended to be a report portal for the districts.
iv. Additional DPI data collections such as the MIS03 are being investigated in the proof of concept to expand on vertical reporting. 

v. The goal is to get as many districts that we can onto this system. 

vi. Will be evaluating and working with Nevada to determine if their efforts can b leveraged in ND and determine if we need to do an RFP for missing components of the ndSLEDS.
vii. Looking at using SharePoint for the portal. 

viii. Concentration is on the data and completion of the warehouse right now. Need to look at how we can sustain after funds run out. 

5. Early Childhood Education  

· This program was established to get a handle on what is going on with early childhood education.

· A State EdSmart Registry is being considered as a means of centralizing the registration of clients for the SLDS, providing cross-program linkages.

6. Data Sharing Agreements

· Mike Mullen previously sent out an agreement and looked into federal law and FERPA. The draft agreement is in line with FERPA regulations. At the direction of the Attorney General’s office we could move forward. The current draft agreement is sufficient to submit. 

· If anyone has suggested revisions email Lisa. ITD will be setting up the technical rules/privacy/security. A management review system needs to be set up to decide what the regulations/compliance will be.

7. K-12/Higher Ed data-matching project

· Waiting for matches from Higher Ed graduates from 2003 and up. They are asking for age 14 and up and going back only 3 or 4 years. 
· Data was reworked to show specific detail. Broad enough to show a lot of detail but restricted enough not to have to jump through hoops. 
· FINDET doesn’t currently provide the data that some members are looking for and they are wondering what to do in the interim. A separate meeting may need to be set up to discuss this issue. Dave will identify what they are looking for and present that information.

8. ePortfolio

· Jim Hirsch provided an overview of the ePortfolio committee. Members of the committee are completing a matrix that will be used to evaluate existing ePortfolio systems and new entries in the market. Results of the committee’s work will be reported to the Legislative Workforce Committee.
9. Tour of EdSmart website

· Sarah presented the new EdSmart website.

· It was suggested that the name “EdSmart” should be changed since the committee is much broader than education.
