· The project is estimated at 5.4 million. 
· Scope 1 will be the 2.2 million and the committee will be putting the remainder in an optional spending budget to present to the legislature.

6. Accountability Measures Subcommittee

· The objective is to meet stimulus requirements. Question was brought up to assign a subcommittee that could assist in making sure we meet all the requirements, come up with a way to show that we have met them, and oversee this in the project. 
· David elected Sarah to take this task instead of creating a subcommittee.
7. Subcommittee updates

· K-12/Higher Ed Linkage - Matching project status 

i. Exchanged test data on the graduates. Currently adding institution codes and yes/no option.
ii. Looking to get information back to DPI and figure out results by October 1st.

iii. Schedule a meeting to explore CTE Federal Requirements.
· Privacy/FERPA - Data Sharing Agreements – Shane Goettle

i. Meeting on August 18th
· Technology – Tracy Korsmo

i. Will be getting together to talk about strategies.
ii. The Master Client Index program is providing Direct Certificates which will provide kids, who are eligible, for free and reduced meals. It’s an opt-out program so schools can get a more accurate count for federal funding. This will reduce paperwork and instead of certifying a student once a year, this will continueally certify them. We are asking the health dept to enumerate all the data.
· Workforce Accountability – Jim Hersch

i. Conducted an inventory of workforce reports and data elements. This went on hold for approval of some grants. 

ii. Need to come up with definitions so that they cover all the agency requirements for federal reporting. 
8. National Clearing House

· Requirements of finding students in public post secondary public education. 
· This is needed for the current CTE and Adult Ed reporting initiative.
· A proposal from NCH provides student trackor for about $5000, but does not include the ability for the local districts to use the product (state-wide licensing) as has been offered to other states.We are working with a new account representative so the details are still being worked out.
· Doug was at a presentation for the clearing house and was given a fee schedule that he handed out to the committee. Doug also has contacted the president of NCH and will arrange a conference call with them following the meeting to work on contract and pricing. 

· There are no ferpa issues unless a student didn’t want to participate their information. Data used is name, birth, and eduation (higher ed). The number that we are going to assign will not work for out of state. There were 920 matches without a social security number attached. Only 30 people did not want there information released. 
· They are currently running a pilot to get this to take you down to classroom level along with looking at employment data. The issue is that all employment data is based on a social security number and that is what they are trying to work out. 
9. DPI and CTE Federal Reporting

· Need to have some licensing in place soon. 
· The SLDS committee would put together a sharing agreement.
· Looking at the requirements for the CTE adult reporting. Key points are with higher ed., enrollment, then employment wage data. 
· This project starts to form the data for SLDS.

· Need to get data sets and agreements in place. Would like to have data sharing agreement by September. 

· The National Clearing House holds all students that are receiving finance aid and brokers transcripts. There is a $5,300 license fee for a state only option. This could be a cost effective means for North Dakota’s solution for out of the state K-12 e-transcripts.
· Currently we know that combined with other projects, we will meet all the requirements of the ARRA funding. This project will produce five of the required system capabilities and six of the required elements of the America COMPETES Act.
· All the requirements of the SLDS are going to be a part of the requirements of Federal Reporting.

· Wayne suggested moving the required date by Nov 1st.
· The data sharing has to be with the system. 

· There will be a data sharing meeting on August 18th. Mike is going to do some research to make sure we have all the needed information at the meeting. 

· Mike’s assessment of the current data sharing limitations is  is based on the existing FindIT agreement with DPI. Operating under the existing agreement, his points are valid but since we are swiching agreements this needs to be revisited.

· The data sharing agreement meeting on August 18th will be the next step. Our mission is to replace the functions of FindIT by December for CTE, DPI, and Workforce.
10. HE – Workforce Training

· Working on a workforce data quality grant.
· This grant is to aide in the building of a data warehouse with funds up to 1 million dollars available to one state or up to 3 million for multiple states. 

· One of the outcomes is that the k12 education data warehouse be linked to the workforce data warehouse provided by this grant.

· This grant is for Job Service  to build the workforce components that would be available to the SLDS, it assumes that data collection systems are in place and this effort would build off of existing collection systems.

· Maren is concerned that 1 million in funding is not going to get us as far as we need to get this project accomplished.

· Tracy said the grant application has offered approximately 150,000 of inkind resources as these are required for the SLDS from the $2.2 million in legislative funding because we need the Unemployment Insurance (UI) data regardless.

· We are presenting a 5 million budge for SLDS over 5 years. 

· Looking at $300,000 or below to consolidate the data into one platform.

11. Train ND 

· Marsha presented information regarding Train ND

· One issue is that all reigions are not on a single platform. There is no way to un-duplicate data. They were hoping the the education or workforce data grant was going to help with that but the education grant was not successful and the workforce grant doesn’t include the purchase of collection system.  Higher Education is now looking for a way to get data on single platform and the SLDS funding may be an option. 

· To work into ConnectND they still would need somewhere to put the data first.
