1. Approval of the minutes from 9/23/10
· Item #4 should be changed from “K-12 portion” to “K-12 domain”. This change was made after the minutes were published.
· Wayne Kutzer made a motion to approve the minutes with the change.  Doug Johnson seconded the motion. No one opposed.
2. Approval of the agenda
· Agenda approved with no one opposing.
3. OtisEd iMart presentation
· OtisEd conducted a presentation on iMart to show how it could be expanded from K-12 to include workforce and higher education
· The potential of this product is unlimited because we are able to customize it to our own needs. We own it, invested in it and structured towards K-12 allowing its potential to grow.
4. Adult Ed and CTE accountability reports status (Dwight Crabtree/Val Fischer)
· Every December it’s required to report on 15 performance indicators. Eleven of those indicators tie to information gains. This used to be conducted by personal contact. 
· Pulled information from FINDET. They are finding glitches with federal and state FERPA laws with interpretations. Hoping to submit report by December 17th. If performance indicators are met then the State can apply for an incentive grant which will allow for some additional creative projects.
· Preliminary numbers look optimistic. 
· The post-secondary side (degrees granted area) is off by .5%.
· All juniors taking the ACT are mandated to provide social security numbers. Will be able to match most ACT results to student files.
· Received the template yesterday and would like to get signatures. 
5. Update on the Workforce Data Quality grant (Maren Daley)
· Awarded $1million to build out Job Service Data Warehouse. This is an advantage because information is currently being drawn from 3 different systems and now it will be in one system.
· Heather Raschke will be the Project Manager for Job Service and ITD will be providing a project manager.
6. Data sharing agreement draft (Mike Mullen)
· The draft agreement was circulated. This agreement sets forth the purpose of data sharing and requires all parties to conform to FERPA and other laws.
· Mike added a paragraph regarding ND Job Service that they may disclose information pursuant to the administration of the unemployment insurance program to ITD under this agreement only.
· ITD will set up the authorized users.
· Mike would like to receive signatures by mid-December on all parties.
· Maren stated that the federal code of regulation, 22 CFR 603, they get security agreement from ITD and cannot sign until then. Any information that they share needs to benefit unemployment law or they need reimbursement.  Maren and Mike will work on revisions to adapt to this.
· The goal is this is the master agreement and there will not be others.
· All responses should be sent to Sarah and are due by 5pm next Tuesday, December 13th. If no responses will mean you are in agreement.
7. Post-Project funding (Tracy Korsmo)
· Going through 2011-13 biennium and putting together a budget to sustain it. $1.2million per biennium, $552,000/year is strictly the SLDS portion of it.
8. eTranscripts potential and strategy (Lisa Feldner/Tracy Korsmo/G. David Massey)
· At the last meeting, the sub-committee found that a third party vendor is too expensive.
· Putting together a prototype and bring to next committee meeting and develop a project plan.
· Rob Gall will be the Project Manager.
9. SLDS K-12 project update (Sarah Lee/Tracy Korsmo/Steve Snow) 
· Signing off on project plan and heading into the execution phase. 
· The Feds were impressed and saw nothing major that would stop this process. 
· Attendance committee will have categories and come up with recommendations for attendance codes at their next meeting on December 15th. 
10. Subcommittee updates
· Early Childhood (Kayla Effertz)
· Need for the community to come up with some federal programs. Everything is fragmented and this is the starting point to get everyone together.
· More facilities are getting the LDS Into theIr program.
· Lot of good opportunities, most are adoption.
· Going through the data quality program. 
· K-12/Higher Ed Linkage – matching project status (Sarah Lee)
· Finished project. High school graduate data 81.3% match. 15 and up data had a 46.1% match rate.
· Established a repeatable process to keep the process going for now, though a more permanent process with less effort will be needed.
· Professional Development (Lois Myran)
· Meeting on December 15th to discuss expectations.
· Technology (Tracy Korsmo)
· Met earlier today with Otis to understand the underline of the program. Comfortable with the infrastructure and architecture
· Randal and Tracy have started working on data elements with K12 and higher education perspective.
· They are not providing an integrated index.
· Would like Otis to take on the role of some of the architecture. Did not purchase the entity resolution and still need to come up with a strategy for that.
