Meeting called to order at 1:08pm
1. Approval of the agenda
· No changes to the agenda
2. Approval of the minutes from 12/06/11
· Wayne Kutzer motioned to approve the minutes, Jenny Witham seconded
· Unanimous approval of the minutes from last meeting
3. Potential budget requests for next biennium
· Research analyst – potential start during the second part of the biennium; possibly going out for search in July
· Also asking to reassign current PowerSchool EduTech positions to use for the SLDS
· ITD will continue to retain overall maintenance and administration of the SLDS infrastructure – similar to how the GIS Hub works
4. SLDS project update (Sarah Lee/Tracy Korsmo/Steve Snow)
· As of 3/01, the project was 12% behind in schedule and 85% under budget
· Schedule delays due to project team putting lower priority work on hold so the team could focus on providing REAs the information necessary for the Hess Grant, prepare the new SLDS grant application, and focus on getting the K-12 SLDS ready for February training; however, the work on the Vital Statistics data pump and the State K-12 Student ID assignment at birth started ahead of schedule
· Working on expanding the Adult Ed and CTE data sets, getting close to completing assigning state student IDs at birth, and continuing to refine the matching algorhythms
· DPI has applied for an SFSF extension so we can better meet the auditing, public reporting, and postsecondary data requirements; new due date is December 2013 – extension to the postsecondary reporting requirements
· Tracy has started to work with NDUS on postsecondary requirements, and is starting discussions with DOT and DHS about potential data sets
· Hiring a contractor to work with the tribal colleges 
· Tracy and Steve met with the BIE schools – it appears that the schools want to participate, but the BIE wants to work through the data sharing
· No waivers have been issued for PowerSchool as we can probably pull in the data from their Infinite Campus system
5. SLDS K-12 project update (Sarah Lee/Tracy Korsmo/Steve Snow/Jennifer Kunz)
· As of 3/01, the project was 2% behind schedule and 44% under budget
· Team has loaded the NDSA, one year’s worth of data on the ACT and NWEA assessments, and the growth model, along with preparing the portal, reports, and security for April training
· Waiting for the last 50 or so districts to sign data sharing agreements for the NWEA as the vendor requires individual agreements with the schools – Steve double-checking if these remaining districts are all public
· eTranscipt project is in the development stage and the team is completing the transcript for viewing by the schools, next step is to work on the portion which allows Higher Ed to view the transcript; hoping to have a pilot ready for the schools this fall
· Looking at running the list of high school juniors required by NDUS out of the SLDS – Tracy talking with Pam Crawford about the need for a FERPA opt-out
6. Workforce Data Quality project update (Mike Fisher for Maren Daley)
· Executive Steering Committee approved project plan last week
· Working with the vendor (OtisEd) to lay out the steps and detailed timeframes to load the workforce data
7. Hess reports (Tracy Korsmo)
· Tracy demoed the REA-level reports currently available on the portal for the REAs to use for their Hess Grant applications
8. Presentation regarding the work with the Value Added Research Council (Stacy Duffield)
· VARC visited the week of 3/19 and was able to present three years of data to administrators, who responded positively
· NDSU will only get value added reports up to 7th grade for Math and English, so they will only get reports on a small group of their students
9. Subcommittee updates
· Research (Lisa Feldner)
· Stacy Duffield and Richard Rathge have been talking to determine how research can be conducted
· Next step is to determine questions that need to be answered by the SLDS
· Data Governance and Data Sharing (Lisa Feldner)
· Working on getting the rest of the school agreements signed and possibility of visiting some of the Higher Ed campuses
· Communications (Sarah Lee for Marsha Krotseng)
· Sarah reviewed the communications timeline and draft communications plan template
· Direction of the communications plan was confirmed by the committee
· Technology (Tracy Korsmo)
· Eventually need to determine and leverage enterprise business intelligence tools and working towards an ad-hoc BI ability
· Working on statewide K-12 Active Directory project to provide only one login for K-12 users – waiting for licensing information from Microsoft
· Workforce (Sarah Lee for Beth Zander)
· Committee meeting regularly to review existing document containing questions and statements on desired workforce data, and determine if items on document are still desired and relevant
· Individually Beth has been working with ITD to identify changes she is making to the workforce accountability reporting requirements to better reflect performance and the state’s needs
