1. Approval of the agenda
· Approved as distributed.
2. Approval of the minutes from 7/18/12
· Unanimous approval of the minutes from last meeting.
3. K-12 SLDS project update (Sarah Lee/Tracy Korsmo/Steve Snow/Jennifer Kunz)
· We are under budget and slightly behind schedule.
· The attendance categorizations report has been completed.
· In the process of wrapping up second series of training to districts on how to access the SLDS. The next step is to create a training on how to use the data.
· In the process of finishing teacher-level security, then can apply it to NWEA (assessment) reports and student dashboard and profile reports.
· Currently reviewing AimsWeb and ACCESS ELL assessment reports, and immunization reports with users.
· Determined what is desired for the first set of discipline reports and working to identify the data elements.
· Working on enrollment/mobility report for the legislators. This is average daily enrollment data.

E-Transcripts:
· In process of testing the functionality of generating the transcript and allowing a counselor to approve this. We have now moved into a full pilot with BSC.
· We are expanding to Phase III and working on a pilot of the functionality with BSC and Century High School, then expanding to Beulah, NDSU, and Lake Region State College. 
· The next round will look at the scholarship function for students to submit their scholarship application.

4. SLDS project update (Sarah Lee/Tracy Korsmo)
· The project is under budget and behind schedule due to different priorities.
· Working with NDUS to collect data to meet the SFSF requirements which is due December 2013.
· Baselining data needed for Hess Grant; due date is unknown.
· Matching foster care and school data for Department of Human Services.
· Assisting with federal reporting as requested.
· Will soon start re-plan of project to incorporate the new postsecondary grant work.
· Steve received notification that we need an IRB in place. 
· We are contracting with Western IRB. 
· Cost is reasonable. 
· With this, we will be covered for any research studies. 
· They review our processes.
· Steve to find out what type of research will trigger a review.
5. Workforce Data Quality project update (Maren Daley)
· Looking to finish Phase I on December 10, 2012.
· Handout was passed out for review.
6. New Professional Linkages Subcommittee (Lisa Feldner)
· This is the new professional development committee.
· Darin King has agreed to be chair.
· The first effort of the committee is to define the teacher of record, as a student may have a different teacher for each class).
· The future vision for this committee is to have membership that changes depending on the topic that is being discussed.
· Committee members will be pulled in as needed.
· The current committee met on November 5, 2012 consisting of a group of administrators from across the state, small and large schools, DPI, and EduTech. There is about a 20% area where questions may not be answered. 
· The second challenge will be to define the data.
7. Subcommittee updates
· Communications (Darin King)
· Benefits document was handed out for review.
· Looking for approval from the SLDS committee to publish the document.
· Beth Zander made motion to approve the document. Maren Daley seconded the motion. Motion approved.
· Next step for the committee is to identify stakeholders and communication triggers and add to the Communications Plan.


· Data Governance/Data Sharing (Lisa Feldner/Pam Crawford/Tracy Korsmo)
· Changes were made to the data sharing agreement.
· Meeting was held.
· Discussed if we had any legislative issues.
· Department of Health has signed the MOU.
· The agreement will be amended.
· In this agreement, we will designate SLDS as the authorized representative (specific to compliance issues and audit).
· Agreement does state that any data obtained through this system is only to be disclosed to public officials for their public duties. 
· Need to address this as there is a federal mandate to prohibit this. 
· May need further discussion on this. 
· Each study must have an agreement as this is very specific. 
· Maren stated there may be some legal issues for making SLDS as the authorized agent. 
· Maren and Pam will discuss this.
· If anyone is interested on serving on the Data Governance Committee, please let Lisa know.
· Research (Stacy Duffield)
· Met on September 11, 2012.
· Discussed priorities including the HESS grant data, migration studies. 
· Focus will be hiring of researcher and from there, this will take on more dimensions.
· The Research Analyst interviews will be finishing up in the next two weeks.
· Working on a report for average daily enrollments for legislators. 
· Technology (Tracy Korsmo)
· Went to new environment.
· May end up buying new software. Looking at pricing.
· Finishing up security.
· Workforce (Beth Zander)
· Meeting is scheduled in a couple weeks.
· Looking at workforce questions.
· Coordinating the workforce intelligence group – looking how to access.
· Intelligence is the workforce information resource to help people understand data/information (find out what is there, how to use it and find gaps).

· State came up with 10 categories for attendance codes. 
· This was standardized on two codes – in school suspension and out of school suspension.
· We will be using the official DPI drop-out rates.

· Working on student dashboards that will become middle school and high school dashboards.
· Working on finishing the teacher level security.
