1. Changes to agenda and approval of last meeting’s minutes (Lisa Feldner)
· Sarah Lee updated agenda from the original distribution: Mike Ressler was added to the Committee Member list in the CIO role; and Alan Anderson designated Beth Zander to fulfill the Commerce Commissioner’s role
· Wayne Kutzer motioned to approve the minutes from the last meeting, Mike Ressler seconded; all approved
2. K-12 SLDS project update (Sarah Lee)
· Project was granted a no-cost 12-month extension of the grant; extension work will include new and modified scope to dive deeper into the grant requirements
· Current work on the data warehouse: continuing to improve and expand the reports and vertical reporting, releasing the first iteration of the security application to EduTech, and bringing on a SharePoint designer to assist in improving the portal
· Current work on eTranscripts: hosted and published an awareness webinar for the schools and other interested parties, working on the student/parent interface, getting feedback from the schools and institutions on the school functionality to improve the application before the Fall release
3. SLDS P20 project update (Sarah Lee)
· Working closely with NDUS to meet the SFSF requirements by end of this year
· NDUS working with OtisEd to define requirements and plan the postsecondary grant work 
4. Workforce Data Quality project update (Maren Daley)
· Phases 1 and 2 are complete
· Executive Steering Committee to vote and recommend Phase 3 of the project; working on finalizing the BI tool; plan to finish on time and on budget
5. Subcommittee updates
· Communications (Darin King) – continuing to review the trigger and events table
· Professional Linkages (Darin King) – defined teacher of record, gathered requirements and information on the P-20 portal, drafting professional development and training plan (hoping to share at our next SLDS Committee meeting)
· Early Childhood (Tracy) – looking at products that can be used for Early Childhood; DPI working on standards and Pre-Kindergarten assessment
· Data Governance/Data Sharing (Lisa Feldner)
· Lisa Feldner looking for new chair for the committee
· Pam Crawford highlighted the changes in the revised data sharing agreement that was sent to the agency heads for signature; the attachments (which define the data to be shared) will be worked on over the next year and do not have to be sent back with the signed agreements
· Guidance requested from this subcommittee on data use and the security surrounding the data – need to document policies, procedures, and rules surrounding the data beyond the data sharing agreement
· Research (Stacy Duffield) – Tracy Korsmo reported that ITD is interviewing for a new research analyst to continue work with remediation data
· Technology (Tracy Korsmo) – working on single sign-on for students, parents and schools for eTranscripts; separating environments to take advantage of education pricing; and deploying new version of the Master Person Index
· Workforce (Beth Zander) – Ryan Volk reported that the committee was working to create a methodology
