Meeting called to order at 1:02pm
1. Changes to agenda and approval of last meeting’s minutes (Lisa Feldner)
· Presenter of WDQI changed from Maren Daley to Mike Fischer
· Wayne Kutzer moved to approve last meetings’ minutes, Mike Ressler seconded, minutes were approved
2. K-12 SLDS and eTranscripts project update (Sarah Lee)
· K-12 SLDS project has spent all the 2009 grant dollars, and the ESC agreed to modify the scope of the project to remove the expansions and maintenance  tasks that were there to spend down the grant dollars – these were moved over to the ND SLDS project
· Remaining grant requirement is to complete a data dictionary – work will be done as part of the 2012 grant effort
· Remaining eTranscript work will be funded by DPI – finalizing the production environment so that schools can review their requested changes, and testing access from PowerSchool  and student/parent interface
3. ND SLDS project update (Sarah Lee/Tracy Korsmo)
· Absorbed the data/report expansions and maintenance activities from the K-12 SLDS project; currently finishing the deep dive analysis work in the 2012 grant effort and finishing the SFSF requirements
· SFSF update on indicators
· Tracy Korsmo reviewed sample public remediation reports with committee for feedback – planning to finalize in the next 7-10 days to allow time before publishing to show school districts
· SLDS team working on the other two indicators – plan to complete by the end of the month
· State required to pay back $58 million if requirements are not fulfilled by 12/31/2013
4. Workforce Data Quality project update (Mike Fischer)
· Phases 1 and 2 are complete (adding and testing data sets)
· Phase 3 scheduled to be complete by 11/31/13 (developing a summary aggregate data layer which will be available after purge of the detailed data, developing and testing the 5 deliverable reports, and working on a data governance plan)
· Committee discussed general workforce data and its availability and need
· Action Item: Mike can put the question out to other states as to what they are doing in this area with their WDQI grants
· Action Item: Data Governance Committee to document barriers and benefits of collecting needed workforce data, then can look at developing policy

· Working on public portal

· Darin presented the goals and objectives spreadsheet

· Early Childhood to focus on four-year-old and pre-K public students

· Finished a protocol for the Institutional Review Board (IRB) and reviewed with the Subcommittee
